 “Neighborhood Market Comes Down and Revitalization Continues” 
 
What was once a thriving market that supplied needed services to the surrounding  
 
neighbors, will be torn down on Monday, August 31st, and will soon be replaced with a  
 
beautiful, affordable, single family home for homeownership that will contribute to the  
 
healthy stability of this established neighborhood.  The Jay and Gee Market was a  
 
family-run business for several decades but over the past few years it became a natural  
 
magnet for negative activity that was impacting the surrounding neighbors.   
 
The Market has been sold to NeighborWorks Sacramento and, with assistance from  
 
Sacramento Housing and Redevelopment Agency and the support of Oak Park community  
 
leaders, NeighborWorks is moving forward with their plans to demolish the Market and replace it  
 
with a home that will conform to this emerging revitalized residential area of Oak Park.
